Judy opened. There were 13 present: Judy, Kathy, Rich, Roland, Holly, Ron, 
Mary Ann, Lynn, Laura, Patty, Carmen H, Bev, Pastor Steve.  

Judy opened. Steve offered a prayer. Minutes of November meeting were ap-
proved as corrected: NIN offering was $266. 

Financial Report:  Rich reported income was only $5390. Pledges so far come 
up to $54,500. Discussion on the difficulty of reading the cards and how im-
portant they are in the budget process. Roland reported he is transferring about 
$1000 per month from the savings account to meet costs. See separate reports.  

Pastor’s Report:  Sally Beane is teaching a class on affirmative prayer with 
good attendance. Steve is still trying to get hold of Scott at the radio station. The 
Transition team has mostly concluded the transition portion and now will begin 
looking at the search process.  

Business:  Judy thanked everyone who helped with all the activities lately.  

Budgeting process will begin in January with material going out by the 2
nd
 to 

committees. Council meeting was moved to January 8. Goal is to have the 
budget completed and accessible to the congregation by January 21. Annual 
meeting is planned for Feb. 3. 

Holly reported from the Ecumenical Faith Group that the dinner was a big suc-
cess. We fed over 125. They are looking at putting on one free lunch a month 
with the responsibility rotating among various churches. The City Sidewalks car-
oling also went well with mostly UCC folks dressed in costume.

Security issues were discussed. The camera in the lobby apparently is not 
working. A reminder for us all to be extra careful. 

Lighting on the cross is not working. We’re not sure of the problem, but it proba-
bly won’t be fixed right away. 

It was decided by consensus to 
participate. 

There will be one service on Christmas eve at 7 PM.
